Look 

for Andras at pancake breakfast, Fun Day, and other 

events - hopefully hard at work and eager to meet you!

honeymoon, disappointment, adjustment and re-focus. 

Whether faced with a family, financial or health crisis, 

or just a barking dog or difficult neighbor, the bloom 

goes off the rose… and how we respond will determine 

the success of our transition. Robert Barton described 

retirement at our Sunday service last week as the “2nd 

mile.” We must believe that every day we’re alive God 

can use us to be an encouragement and role model for 

those around us.  Well said, Robert! 

If you’ve moved past the retirement “honeymoon” 

stage and need a lift, I recommend doing what we do 

with the boys: stay busy and make the most of every 

opportunity!
