¶ Is your heat tape plugged in and operating? 

¶ Is your water filter protected by heat tape & 

insulation? 

¶ Do you have hose faucets that need to be shut 

off and drained? Have you disconnected hoses 

from faucets on your home so they can drain?  

¶ Is the top of the water supply crock under your 

home covered with a layer of insulation on top? 

¶ Do you have winter emergency supplies ready 

to go? (A checklist of Red Cross recommended 

supplies is available at the office.)

a project I’ve been dreading for years. We’re 

cleaning out the east wastewater lagoon. It’s the 

first time it’s been emptied since it was put in ser-

vice in 1968. The contractor will remove the 

sludge that has accumulated on the bottom of the 

pond and inject it in a nearby field, much as farm-

ers handle animal waste. 

We have all the permits in place. Now we need 

the weather to cooperate. The cleaning will only 

take a few days, then we will inspect the manholes 

and pipes and make any needed repairs.  

We’ve lowered the pond levels, and so far 

there has been no odor. But if there is, please be 

patient while the work is completed. Watch for 

construction traffic, particularly around the shop 

area, and give the truckers plenty of room. 

We hope this lagoon will last another 45 

years…. But we still have the west pond to clean 

sometime down the road.
